POLICIES and PROCEDURES FOR KINDERGARTEN PROGRAM  

ATTENDANCE

The attendance policy for your Kindergartner is very crucial.  Your child may not have more than 15 excused/unexcused absences or tardies. 15 Tardies will equal one absence.  More than 15 unexcused/excused tardies or absences will result in not receiving a Certificate of Achievement for your Kindergarten year. Your Kindergartner will have to complete 2 weeks of our Summer Session in order to receive a Certificate if they have more than 5 or more unexcused absences or tardies.  Possible non- participation in the Graduation Ceremony may result in your child having excessive tardies and absences.  If your child is out or is tardy for any reason a follow-up letter must be given and will be placed in your child’s file.

HOMEWORK

Your Pre-K/Kindergartner will have Homework issued once a week.  Homework will be issued on Friday and will be due on Wednesday of the following week.  If your child is unable to hold a pencil with the correct pencil grip, he will have some suggested activities that he can do at home until he is able to hold the pencil correctly.  

FIELD TRIPS

Field Trips will be scheduled according to Unit Studies. Students will have 3 Scheduled Field Trips during Academic School Year.  All children enrolled in the Pre-K/Kindergarten program must attend all scheduled Field Trips as it is a part of their academic achievement.

DISCPLINE

All children in our Pre- K/ Kindergarten Program are expected to have stellar performance and discipline.  The Kindergartners are the ROLE MODELS that the younger children will look up to.  Therefore, discipline problems will not be tolerated. If your child is having a persistent Discipline problem, Parents will be advised to attend additional Educational Workshops.
